Over the past 12 months, Pupil Parliament have come up with lots of ideas to make the school a better place. Milli and Zehaab were voted to be the RSA representatives. Noah and Anna have been chosen to be the Chairperson and the Secretary (alternating every meeting). Every class had an equal chance to give in their ideas.
We helped improve school lunches by talking to the school about respect to the servers and giving people equal amounts of food but we didn’t stop there. This money will also be used for photo booth equipment, chocolate fountain dipping food and Millie’s cookies.

We then went into the Houses of Commons and looked at everything that was in there. This was a very enjoyable day and both Milli and Zehaab had a great time.
