	-All staff received training for the Jigsaw programme (delivered by KA) explaining what it is and how to access resources.
-Allocated time in the timetable for the delivery of Jigsaw across the whole school (Friday pm). Two members of staff timetabled for each year group.

	All staff have been given time to explore and become familiar with the SRE teaching for their year group. They are all confident with what they need to teach for their year group.
Parents have been invited into school for a drop-in session to discuss what their child will be learning during SRE in that year group. They have been provided with the opportunity to ask any questions and look at any of the resources that will be used.

	Despite numerous attempts to contact the facilitator of the circle time inset to gain a copy of the book list to support the teaching of sensitive topics, KA has used an alternative list of books given to her by AS that is broken down into different topics and ordered books for staff when needed. This support will be ongoing.
