Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Statement of intent
	Our intention is to enable disadvantaged pupils to make improved progress by ensuring their academic, social and emotional needs are met. All pupils, irrespective of their background or the challenges they face, should be supported to make good progress, including those who are already high attainers.
Vulnerable pupils, including those with a social worker or who are young carers, will have their needs supported – regardless of whether they are eligible for pupil premium funding or not. 
We will use interventions and catch up, alongside quality first teaching, to support disadvantaged children effectively (and their non-disadvantaged peers). High-quality teaching is proven to have the greatest impact on closing the disadvantaged attainment gap. This is integral to our wider school plans for educational recovery, including use of the National Tutoring Programme, for pupils who have been worst affected by the Covid-19 pandemic. A series of teacher led catch up sessions focussed on writing will also take place across the school again, as they did in 2021/22.
We will continue to ensure children’s social and emotional needs are met. This includes responding swiftly to issues of punctuality and attendance. It is our intention to raise disadvantaged pupils’ expectations of what they can achieve by broadening their experiences and offering opportunities that otherwise may be denied to them.


Challenges
This details the key challenges to achievement that we have identified among our disadvantaged pupils.
	Challenge number
	Detail of challenge 

	1
	Oral language skills and vocabulary gaps are clear among many disadvantaged pupils. This is evident in Early Years through to KS2 and is, in general, more evident among disadvantaged children than their peers.

	2
	Disadvantaged pupils generally have greater difficulties with phonics and reading than their peers. 

	3
	Some pupils have issues with their emotional well-being. These challenges particularly affect disadvantaged pupils. 
Teacher referrals for support have increased since the pandemic. 6 disadvantaged pupils currently receive additional emotional support (one-to-one or group sessions).

	4
	Whilst attendance for most disadvantaged children is good, a minority of persistent absenteeism is bringing down the overall percentages. For the first half term, pupil premium attendance was 87% whilst non-pupil premium was 97%.

	5
	More time may be needed to apply fundamental skills in maths and English. Additional time can be required to practise and consolidate learning from previous lessons.

	Success criteria

	Improved oral language skills and vocabulary among disadvantaged pupils
	Assessments and observations indicate significantly improved oral language among disadvantaged pupils. This is reflected in engagement in lessons, book looks and ongoing assessment.

	Improved phonics and reading attainment among disadvantaged pupils
	Phonics Screener and KS1/2 data outcomes show improved outcomes for disadvantaged pupils – with disadvantaged pupils meeting the same standard by the end of KS2 in reading. 

	Improved English and maths attainment for disadvantaged pupils by the end of KS2
	80% of disadvantaged pupils meeting the expected standard by the end of KS2 in reading, writing and maths across a 3-year average.

	Children have the same opportunities to access school based extra-curricular opportunities as their peers.
	School based extra-curricular activities are offered to disadvantaged children.


	Children’s emotional well-being is well supported.
	Assessments, observations and discussion with pupils and staff show that children feel well supported with their emotional well-being and know how to seek support when needed. 

	Children have access to devices and internet access as required to ensure learning opportunities are not missed.
	All disadvantaged pupils have the same opportunities as their peers to access learning when isolating or during school closure. 

	To achieve and sustain improved attendance for disadvantaged pupils
	The attendance gap between disadvantaged and non-disadvantaged pupils is reduced.
The number of pupils who are persistently absent is reduced.

	There is a strong evidence base suggesting oral language interventions, including dialogic activities such as high-quality classroom discussion, are inexpensive to implement with high impacts on reading.

Part B: Review of outcomes in the previous academic year
Pupil premium strategy outcomes
This details the impact that our pupil premium activity had on pupils in the 2021 to 2022 academic year. 
	In the KS2 SATs in 2023, 75% of the pupil premium children achieved the expected standard in reading and maths. In reading 12.5% achieved greater depth. In writing, 63% achieved the expected standard in teacher assessments. 63% achieved the combined score in reading, writing and maths. All children in receipt of pupil premium funding made at least expected progress by the end of KS2. A number of disadvantaged children were targeted for additional intervention and support last year. 
Interventions and adaptions to quality first teaching practice have positively impacted on all children. Internal data suggests interventions are having a positive impact, with >90% PP children making at least expected progress and a significant proportion (>25%) making accelerated progress. 
PP children across the school are tracked carefully with maths being an area of success for the last academic year with the gap diminishing for ARE and At+. The gap is greatest in writing for At and this is an area of focus for the next academic year.

Overall the school enjoys excellent attendance. Our internal data shows that attendance for last year (2022/23) was 95.73% (slightly higher than last academic year) with Pupil Premium (PP) behind at 92.45% this is a drop from last year which was 94.45%. Where persistent absenteeism was an issues, we worked closely with parents to support improvements. This will be an area to focus on for this academic year.
Training on oral language skills, and the use of ‘Universally Speaking’ in Early Years, is continued to show a positive impact.
We now have two trained and qualified Mental Health leads within the school. Drop in support sessions have been offered and a number of children are being supported. ELSA session are in place as required.
