It has been another fantastic year for PGPS PTA – one that has seen us not only build on the successes of last year, but also exceed them in terms of both fundraising and the quality of the events we have been able to deliver for our school community.
One of the highlights of the year was the introduction of a brand-new event for the current committee: our Family Quiz and Bingo Night. This was wonderfully well attended and enjoyed by all who came along. It was brilliant to see families laughing, competing, and coming together in such a positive way – and we are already looking forward to making it a annual feature of our calendar. We also saw the return of many of our much-loved fundraising activities, all of which were made possible thanks to the incredible support of parents, carers, staff, and volunteers. A particularly special moment was having Steel from Gladiators come along to help us kickstart our 2025 fundraising. The children’s faces lit up with excitement, and the Kick Start Fundraiser raised over £1,000 – a fantastic achievement.
Not every event was about raising money, though. This year we were proud to work in collaboration with Sarah and Connect Gamston Church on the Love Your School project. Over 100 people from both the church and our school community came together in one day to help paint, prune, and revitalise the school grounds. It was a wonderful display of teamwork and pride in our school, and we are so grateful to everyone who took part.
Another great collaboration again this year was with Hickory’s in Gamston who have kindly provided support at our Love Your School event, aswell as at our disco’s and fairs which has been hugely appreciated by us all.
This year’s fundraising has allowed us to make some really meaningful contributions to school life, as outlined in the appendix of the full list of 2024-25 PTA committee approved spending attached. In particular, we were proud to provide £5,000 to support the school’s launch of OPAL (Outdoor Play and Learning), helping to transform playtimes for our children. We also funded the incubators for the duck egg hatching project, which created so much excitement across the school, and the Book Bingo celebration day activities, which celebrated the children’s love of reading. In addition, we funded the purchase of 35 sets of quality headphones, now in use across the school to support learning in the classroom, and continued our ongoing support of the DARE programme for Year 6s (£1,500). These are just some of the highlights from a year where every penny raised has gone directly back into enhancing the children’s experiences and opportunities.
None of this would have been possible without the continued support of our amazing teaching staff. I would like to extend heartfelt thanks to Claire Bills, and Amy Fairclough,  who sit on and work very supportively with the PTA committee to make sure everything we do benefits the school and its children as effectively as possible.
I also want to thank our PTA Class Reps, who work tirelessly behind the scenes to keep everyone connected and engaged, and all the volunteers who give their time to help events run smoothly. Special thanks must go to Andy, our Treasurer, for his hard work keeping everything in order, and to our brilliant co-secretaries, Sarah and Kalps, who help keep the wheels turning. I’d also like to say a big thankyou on behalf of the Committee and a sad farewell to Helen who leaves the PTA after many years of service. A full list of 2025-26 class reps is tabled at this meeting, and as part of that I’d like to extend a warm welcome to Rachel who joins the PTA as a class rep for Sparrows.  
The success of this year shows what can be achieved when a school community works together with energy, creativity, and care. We look forward to building on this momentum in the year ahead, bringing more exciting events, raising funds to support our children, and above all continuing to nurture the wonderful sense of community that makes PGPS so special.
