Financial Summary 2024 / 2025 – Andy Barber (Treasurer)
Best to start with the headline: the last financial year was a record-breaking one in terms of fundraising from the PTA!
Thanks to our brilliant Trustees, committee and class reps, plus the support of school staff - and most importantly perhaps the generosity of our overall community - we have been able to put on a huge array of events and activities that have raised extraordinary sums of money. 
Net of costs, our fundraising amounted to an incredible £14,280 – to put into context in 2023 / 2024 our total was just over £6,000. Our total gross income was also over 80% higher than the next best amount achieved since the PTA was incorporated as a charity at over £18,000. 
The full account for the year at Appendix 1 shows where this came from, with various points of note: 
· Our flagship fairs this year raised just over £7,300 net – a huge increase on the £4,500 from the previous year. The increase can largely be attributed to the tireless work of various reps – notably Anna and Fran – in obtaining some incredible raffle prizes which, coupled with registering the raffle as a Small Lottery to expand our ability to sell, drove this upside.
· We were the beneficiaries of some incredible generosity direct from parents and their employers totalling over £2,500. 
· Increasing to two discos saw us raise over £1,750 with these being hugely loved by the children. 
· Our one-off fundraising Kickstart to 2025 initiative raised a fantastic £1,045.
· Taking advantage of a local community grant for our Love Your School event, plus one-off and recurring online funding initiatives such as ASDA Cashpot for Schools helped us accumulate a further £715. We will continue to explore opportunities like this in the years ahead. 
· And finally, along with our other standing fixtures providing refreshments at Sports Day and summer ice creams, it was great to launch a family event in our quiz & bingo night which we hope to build on further in 25/26 – the latter raising £265. 
All of the above has meant we end the year having been able to commit to funding an extraordinary £15,975 of projects and events for the school from existing fundraising – over £12,000 of which related to events and investments during 2024 / 2025. 
These are detailed in full in Appendix 2, with some of the highlights being detailed in the Chair’s report. It has also been great to build some extraordinary visitors into the school which we hope to further add to in the years ahead – I’m sure Zack, AKA Steel from Gladiators, was a highlight for many.  
From a practical perspective, everyone has fully embraced our online shop, and card payments, and it has also been great to now be able to use online banking to manage our finances ever more efficiently. 
In closing, a final thanks from me for everyone’s incredible support of everything we do, and we look forward to another great year ahead. Emma deserves a special mention as Chair for all her efforts in driving what we have achieved. It is an honour to donate my time to work with such a brilliant bunch of people on the committee as a whole, and to see everyone’s support for all that we do. I very much hope to continue doing so for a while longer!
