	Actions from last meeting
	Colour Run
Amy previously suggested holding a Colour Run. The committee was supportive and Mrs Bills agreed in principle. A suitable venue is still required. Mrs Bills will explore contacting the council, and the committee will consider feasibility and leadership for the event.
Update: Claire will also contact other headteachers who have previously run a Colour Run to gather further guidance.
Savings Account
The committee had previously agreed for Andy to investigate an instant‑access savings account for PTA funds. At the last meeting, Andy proposed an alternative 40‑day notice account, which was unanimously approved.
This action remains ongoing, as a suitable account balancing notice period and interest rate has not yet been identified.
Sports Visitor – Richard Whitehead
Emma contacted Richard Whitehead, who is not taking bookings for the first half of the year but may be available later. He offered the option of recording a video. The committee will consider whether a visit or video during the latter half of the year would align best with Sports Day or the Robin Hood Marathon.
Action remains ongoing.
KS2 Pod Money (£400 per pod – LKS/UKS)
KS2 still need to be reminded about the available funds.
Emma emailed Amy.  Amy confirmed she had emailed the KS2 teachers but they didn’t respond.  Action: Claire to raise this as part of wider engagement between teachers and PTA at next SLT. 
DAART
Claire provided an update on the DAART programme and explained the session structure. A £deposit has been paid, with total costs estimated at approximately £1,600.  PTA historically fund DAART.  The PTA took a vote and all present members voted in favour of funding the Year 6 DAART session.
PTA Infographic – PTA Funds
Sarah has created and shared an infographic highlighting what the PTA funds to improve awareness and engagement.  This has been shared on Dojo and the February Newsletter.

Action: Emma will share the volunteer time slots in the WhatsApp group, and committee members are asked to select the times/roles they are available for.

Freedom / No Rules Day – date TBC
This continues to be a successful fundraiser and is well‑enjoyed by the children.
Action: The date is to be confirmed by Claire.

Summer Fair – Friday 3rd July 2026
Emma will lead on the Summer Fair, with Fran taking the lead on securing raffle prizes but all committee members will need to be involved to ensure it’s a success.
It was noted that raffle prize income at the Christmas Fair was lower than usual, partly due to the absence of a “star prize” such as a games console (PS5, Xbox, Nintendo Wii or Switch). The committee discussed whether the PTA could part‑fund a major prize, seek business sponsorship, or explore parent contributions.
Estimated cost for a suitable star prize: £350–£400.

The committee discussed potential entertainment options for the Summer Fair, including:
· Punch & Judy show – quoted at £200
· Circus Acts – quoted at £150 for a 2‑hour session
Action: Claire will contact her circus acts contact to see if cheaper and if not, Emma will book the Circus act quoted above
Action: Moon will speak to her husband to enquire whether he would be interested in part‑sponsoring a raffle prize.

Action: Claire will speak to the new PE provider, SH Sports, to explore whether they can support the Summer Fair with any activities.

Colour Run 2026
This could potentially follow the KS2 Sports Day (Mon 13th July) and just do for yrs 5 & 6 so we see how it goes.
Rachel, Jemma and Vicky to Lead and liaise with Claire who is learning from other schools. 

Tennis Open 2026 
Claire is on reserve list to get tickets for the Tennis Open at the Tennis Centre. 
Claire confirmed that sadly she had been unable to secure tickets this year.

Sit & Paint Session (Proposed by Moon)
Moon suggested a community Sit & Paint Session, where children and parents could spend 1–2 hours after school painting on canvas. A minimum entry fee of £1 could be charged. The event might also include a competition element, with certificates, medals, or a trophy to encourage participation and increase engagement from families.
Action: Claire to speak to the art lead, Louise, to explore whether this event can be run.

Quiz/ Bingo Night 2026 - Friday 24th April 2026
The event will be led by Andy.
