Would record a video, is that ok with Mrs Bills? Shall we do second half of year, as it coincides with sports day? Or also the Robin Hood Marathon? He sometimes runs the marathon. 
At last meeting Amy asked if we could fund KS1 History – Drama Hook Day £458.  PTA voted yes 7 & No 0.  Emma to check with Andy on funds and reserves. Emma checked with Andy and yes we have the funds that PTA agreed to. DONE  KS1 Pod money includes Sparrows – can we provide an additional sparrows pot instead so its fairer?  Emma to check with Andy on funds and reserves.  Action DONE 
KS2 will also get pod money £400 each (LKS/UKS).  Amy to remind KS2 its there – action remains outstanding – Emma to email Amy.
Christmas Fair Update It worked, few hiccups with the Santa not being able to come – then he ended up arriving. Said he loved it and wanted to do it next year. 
So much going on, with the organising and didn’t have a teacher in the 2nd Santa area. The teachers usually man both the grottos historically have done for at least 5+ years. Next time just be clearer that teachers requested to be in that area to cover from child safety. 
More hot dogs/more pop/gingerbread men. 
Emma thanked for the team and organisation. Andy said it was as slick as it’s ever been on the day. Observation from a numbers perspective that the raffle was down. Didn’t have it on sale quite as long. Didn’t have a games console. 
Emma has asked Fran already if she’ll lead on the raffle again for the summer fair. Not saying it’s all on her, if she can lead on that. Will help with the focus. 
Maybe next time a big sign to the raffle when selling in the prayer shelter and sell earlier. 
New Minutes 
Disco – Discussed if want to keep to same format? Agreed - Sweets KS1 and Ice Pop KS2 – will follow that format for next disco. Glow sticks work. 
Movie night – not sure we have enough buy in to take it forward. Lee and Fran were going to look into it.  Felt it may be too costly with £90 licence fee? Is there anyone that can look into it, great. If we are at capacity then that’s ok also. Seems tricky to fit in this year. Consensus was to move out for now. Two nights as KS1 and KS2 would have to split it.

Quiz Bingo Night – figured where the disco now falls, try and do in the first half of the summer term. Spaces things out in between that and the summer fair (avoid SATS). Andy will run it. Could do a bit less food for next time. 
Emma applied for a grant from the council for litter picking. Funded £250 for this. 
DART – Andy to contact Claire it was on our agenda for our discussion, not made a formal request, is she wanting to make a formal request – and if so what is the amount.
